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Summer 2010 Arts/Education Program Packet/Registration
Project Row Houses (PRH) work is founded on the principle that art and the community that creates it can revitalize even the most depressed of inner-city neighborhoods, for the mutual good of existing and future residents.  Thus, the mission of Project Row Houses is to create community through the celebration of art and African American history and culture. 

The over arching theme of PRH Arts/Education Program is “Building Community – Community as Social Sculpture”.  The 2010 Summer Program theme is “My Community Through My Eyes”. Participants will see themselves as leaders that can eventually impact the growth and success of their community.  They will begin to envision the future of their community in a fun and creatively enriching environment.
1. HOURS OF OPERATION – ARRIVALS AND DEPARTURES:

Programming runs between 9:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday, except specified holidays.  Early drop off supervision will be provided at an extra cost.  It is important that children arrive no later than 10:30 a.m. and should depart no later than 6:00 p.m.  

2. SIGN-IN & SIGN-OUT PROCEDURES:

Participants must be dropped off by an adult in the Education area and signed in on arrival.  Participants may not be dropped off at the curb or left to sign themselves in.  When picked up, a participant must be signed out by an authorized adult.

3. HEALTH AND SAFETY PROVISIONS:

For the protection of all children, PRH cannot care for a child with a contagious disease or the symptoms of such.  NO child will be accepted or allowed to remain in the program with an elevated temperature.  When a child becomes ill, parents will be notified and expected to pick up the child as soon as possible.  If the parent or other authorized person (as specified on the emergency contact list) cannot be reached, PRH reserves the right to have the children transported and treated by medical personnel.
Scrapes, Scratches, Bruises, Etc.:  PRH will treat minor injuries with soap and water and notify parents.  In the event of a significant injury, parents will be contacted to obtain mutual agreement about whether the injury requires medical attention beyond basic first aid.

Administering Medication: Under no circumstances will PRH administer any medication to participants, or allow participants to self-administer medication.  If required, parents must be present and administer medication to their children.

4. FOOD SERVICE:

PRH will provide the following meals during the program:

· Lunch – served between 12 noon and 1:00 p.m.; prepared and provided through the City of Houston

· Afternoon Snack – served at 3:00 p.m.; prepared and provided through the City of Houston

Participants may bring their on lunch/snacks; however, they are allowed to eat only during designated meal/snack times.

5. CLOTHING/PERSONAL SUPPLIES:

Children need appropriate clothing for play and comfort.  Please review the attached schedule to determine the best clothing for your children.  Participants may go swimming/water play each Friday.  Please ensure your child has a swimsuit and brings a towel.  Parents should also provide personal supplies, such as combs, brushes, etc.  The PRH summer program is full of various visual and performing arts activities.  Please do not allow your child to bring electronic games or gadgets.  PRH WILL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE LOSS OR DAMAGE OF PERSONAL TOYS, ELECTRONICS, CELL PHONES, ETC.
6. TUITION:

There is a registration fee of $25 to hold your child’s spot for the summer.

Tuition is $80 per week for one child, with a 20% discount for each additional child; payable on Monday of each week.  Scholarships are available, on a sliding scale basis, for eligible families (evidence of annual income will be required).
7. HOLIDAYS/MISSED DAYS:

There is NO REDUCTION in tuition fees for national holidays or student absenteeism (due to illness, vacations, etc.) within any given week.  PRH will observe INDEPENDENCE DAY, and therefore be closed on Monday July 4, 2010.  If you anticipate a scheduled absence of more than two (2) days within the week, please discuss potential arrangements with Hamdiya Ali, Program Manager, 
8. DISCRIMINATION POLICY:

Children are enrolled in the PRH Summer Arts Program on a “first-come/first-serve” basis.  We have limited space available in each class.  Once we reach our total enrollment for a specific age group, an application is placed on the waiting list and will be notified when space becomes available.

No one will be excluded from participation in, or be denied the benefits of our program on the basis of race, color, national origin, age, sex, political beliefs or religion.
If anyone believes that he or she has been discriminated against because of race, color, national origin, age sex, political beliefs, or religion, then a complaint may be lodged by writing immediately to:

Reporting of Child Abuse/Contacting the Texas Department of Family and Protective Services (TDFPS)/Reviewing Minimum Standards

We are required by law to report any suspected incidents of possible child abuse or neglect. In some cases we are directed by the state’s child protective agency not to notify the parents of the report. Please understand that we are legally obligated to comply with these guidelines.

9. RELEASE OF CHILDREN:
Children can be released to persons noted on the Center’s enrollment form under “Emergency Contacts”.  A child’s pick-up person may be requested to present a picture ID before the child is released to that person.
